Through song, liturgical worhsip, and prayer, we invoke
the Presence of the Ascended Masters and Angels of
Light. A period of silent, meditational Communion high-
lights each Service. The first Sunday of each month in-
cludes a Healing Service accompanied by the sounding of
crystal bowls with a universal call of the Om chant. We
regularly sponsor or host workshops conducive to expan-
sions of consciousness and soulic awakenment. Every
Saturday, some or all of the members of our Priesthood
will gather for “Project Day” to invoke our sacred prayer
mantra, attend to maintenance needs of the Retreat, and
work on special projects. There is a sense of inner pride
and soul-fulfillment as one contributes to the efforts of a
volunteer organization. For this is God made manifest,

this is altruism put into effect.

Beginning in January of this
year, Keith Burke with Pat
McQuillon of the California
Institute For Open Studies ini-
tiated a series of New Moon
Meditations here at the Re-
treat. Each new moon marks
the simultaneous completion
of an ancient cycle as a new
one begins. Through guided
imagery and ritual, partici-
pants join to celebrate and
reflect, setting goals for the
coming month and putting
in motion the manifestation
of them. The Sunday before
the Equinox, we honored the
Plant Kingdom with our an-
nual Blessing Of The Crops
ceremony atop Mystery
Mountain, praying for rain,
which has since been bestowed upon us! We then cel-
ebrated the Vernal Equinox with our Peace the 21st
Meditation. It was a delightful evening for all three planes
of our beings, culminating with a “dessert meditation” of
silent reverence (until laughter burst out) for the delectible
strawberries of the season. As members of the San Diego
InterGroup Meditation Committee, we’ll be facilitating
the upcoming Three Meditation Festivals of Spring with
the Full Moons in Aries, Taurus, and Gemini. The full



moon, in contrast to the new moon, is a time of height-
ened energy as the moon reaches its climax of lighted
expression. Our task as meditators at that time is to
channel the energy, anchoring it on the Earth plane to

ensure its use for Good Purpose and Good Will.

Eatlier in January, we inaugurated 2006 with an In Praise
Of Creation workshop facilitated by long-time spiritual
friend, Donna-Marie Terranova. She led us through pro-
cesses that helped to peel away the onion layers of our
outworn habit patterns and hone in on personal visions
of quest for the time before us.. Then in February we
hosted an “Ormus” workshop, presented by Barry
Carter. Ormus is purported to be that “Elixier of Life”
known to the alchemists of old. The week-end was filled
with case testimonies, scientific research, philosophical
musings, and hands-on participation.
